
Pitch it Programme - accredited Enterprise and personal development
programme for young people aged 16 - 25 years who have convictions,
are involved or at risk of criminal activity.
This programme have been developed with the training and support of
both Young Enterprise and Asdan,  it works to develop both the
personal development and Entrepreneurial skills through evidence
based work and practise.
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This programme leads to an external accredited
qualification, delivered in house by Jonah's
Project. 
The programme has been designed in this way as
many young people involved in criminal activity
have had limited education or convictions that
may hinder their employment opportunities.
Pitch It allows them to work on planning their
own company using skills they already posses
through evidence, with no need for academic
knowledge/skills.
